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Communicable Disease Reports

Physicians, school administrators and child care
operators, medical facilities and operators of
restaurants and other food or drink establishments
(G.S. § 130A-135 through 130A-139) must
report cases or suspected cases of reportable
diseases to their local health department, which

in turn reports this information to the N.C.
Division of Public Health (NCDPH) (G.S. § 103A-
140). Laboratories may report to the local health
department, except in the case of syphilis results,
which the laboratories must report directly to the
Communicable Disease Branch or the nearest
regional office (10A NCAC 41A .0102). In North
Carolina, hospital emergency department visits
also are reported to the NCDPH, which in turn
provides the data, as authorized by North Carolina
law and in accordance with HIPAA regulations, to
the CDC (G.S. § 130A-480). Healthcare-associated
infections (HAIs) are reported directly by healthcare
facilities to the CDC's National Healthcare Safety
Network (NHSN), which then provides the data

to N.C. DPH. Reportable diseases are monitored
by DPH’s Communicable Disease Surveillance Unit
(CDSU) and Medical Consultation Unit (MCU).
